Security Sub Committee
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o The Security Sub Committee is made up of 12 residents living in 
Various Zones across Blairgowrie.

o Complication - Current security companies are performing poorly 
and individual residents are unwilling or unable to hold them 
accountable, whilst  crime in Blairgowriehas doubled in the last 12 
months.

o Resolution - A sub-committee formed to communicate the interests 
of the community to all security providers and the SAPS, to monitor 
their effectiveness and to act toward reducing crime levels on 
behalf of the community.

Security Sub Committee
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o Since 2013, we have improved our relationship with all security roll 
players in Blairgowrie, sharing statistics, trends and identifying hotspots.

o We have monthly SubCommMeetings, where Street and Zone specific 
issues are raised, and then relayed to SAPS and Security Companies.

o The SubCommhave improved communication on Street Level, between 
Residents, Street Captains and Zone Captains, via WhatsApp. This is vital 
in Crime prevention and awareness amongst neighbours.

o The SubCommhave evaluated all the offerings and inner workings from 
all Security Companies and have recommended CSS as our preferred 
company, although we still work with all other Security Companies.
